The different approaches taken by the artists range
from focusing on the relationship between the advancement or
transition of artistic techniques and society to contemplating the
relationship between producers and consumers, or to attempting
to re-examinethe criteria for evaluating art from the creators’
perspective. Visitors will be encouraged to reconsider the role of
art in society as they come face to face with the questions that
emerge when these works are shown in the same space.
